Brentwood Cricket Club, with the assistance and support of Brentwood School, is pleased to announce our 2008 Coaching Clinic during the Whitsun half-term school holiday, open to both members and non members.
The Clinic will be run by qualified coaches who will instruct in the skills involved in batting, bowling, fielding and wicket-keeping. Where appropriate our grass and artificial nets will be used for batting and bowling and the outfield will be used for fielding and wicket keeping practice. 

The format for each day will vary but where appropriate matches will be incorporated to allow the participants to put their skills into action. In the event of inclement weather the coaches will give instruction in the theory and art of cricket assisted by videos in the Brentwood Preparatory School Hall.  

The course is open to all children (male and female) between the ages of 7 and 15 regardless of ability.  Children who have not played cricket before are just as welcome as well as experienced players.  The course groups will be allocated according to ability and age to ensure the most appropriate coaching.  The cost of the 4 day course will be £110.  It may be possible to accommodate participants for less than the full week (minimum two days: Cost £65, or £95 for three days) but priority will be given to those committing to the whole week.
